$1000 Scholarship Application 
A $1000.00 scholarship will be awarded to a senior from Leesburg High School attending a community college or university.  Applicant must have a GPA of 2.5 or higher and submit documentation supporting community involvement.  An essay must be included with application describing applicant’s volunteer activities and why he/she feels it is important to volunteer.  The scholarship may be used for tuition, books, or fees.

Michael Robert Stone was born in Sanford, Florida in 1952.  He graduated from Garfield High School in Terre Haute, Indiana where he excelled in football and baseball. 

He was an Army veteran who was extremely proud of his service to his country. 

Mike graduated from Indiana State University where he played on a football scholarship.  He went on to earn a Master’s Degree from the College of Law Enforcement at Eastern Kentucky University. 

Mike had a very accomplished twenty-four-year career with the Federal Bureau of Prisons, moving to various locations around the country as he advanced his career. He was known throughout the Bureau of Prisons as an exemplary employee who consistently mentored others while being admired as a positive role model. 

Upon relocating to Lake County in 1995, Mike began to volunteer in various aspects of community service. He was a long-time soccer coach with Lake County Soccer and for many years advocated for children to have a quality soccer complex. Upon his death the complex was named in his honor.

Mike was instrumental as a tireless board member of the Educational Foundation of Lake County.  He volunteered to ensure the students and teachers of this county receive the support and resources they deserve. 

Mike served on several other boards in the county, among them chairing the committee responsible for the Miracle Field; a park for special needs children. 

He was recently inducted into the Central Florida Sports Hall of Fame in Orlando for his many years of volunteer service to the Central Florida Sports Commission.

Mike felt that everyone has a responsibility to give back to the community in some way no matter how small or large.  He instilled in others the importance of volunteering to make lives better and to help those needing resources and support.
